Course Description
English III Co-Enrolled
course focuses on analysis
and composition skills
required for college
admissions. Emphasis is
placed on analyzing the
rhetorical situation, claims
and evidence, reasoning
and organization, and style
in both reading and writing.
Students will be required to
read novels such as Friday
Night Lights, Just Mercy, and
others-along with
Informational and
Argumentative texts such
as news articles, American
Literature speeches, and
current events. Each six
weeks, students can expect
to complete a novel reading
assignment, research, and
the full writing process
with different modes of
writing (synthesis,
rhetorical, and
argumentative).
